The main idea behind setting up the National Railroad Passenger Corp,-was to improve 
passenger train service. How ironic, theni that the blueprint for the proposed national 
network would exclude Portland, historicaly a key West Coast terminus for railroad travel. 
For that matter, the map of the suggested routes as presented by Transportation Sec. 
John A. Volpe shows 8:. r'_istinctively Eastern perspective. It just doesn It seem to take 
into account the passe�gor -needs of· the West. Everything is aimed at New York, Chicago 
or Washington D.C. Rrorr. the West Coast the key links with Chicago would be Seattle, 
San Franc�sco and� Los· Angeles. 

Whatever plans the semi-:public "Railpax " o.rei-tion would have for regional travel are 
not revealed in the ini twl pr�s�ntation. None whatev�r, was ir:cluded in the: map. of the 
basic network. Southern Pac�f�c 's long struggle to el�m�nate �ts passenge� serv�ce would 
be' a-ccommodated -by the Railpax plan, no doubt to that wealthy railroad's satisification, 
but at the expense of persons along the West Coast and in the Southwest�o want rail 
service. 

There is little comfort to the crumb tossed ,Portland's way in the announcement that one 
rout.e_.may_Q� __ chosen between Chicago and Seattle might stop here for a stop en route. 
On the other harid; Efrtother route might be s_.elected that would bypass us. .' 

Oregon Public Utility Commissioner Sam Hale is still awaiting the offiCial announcement 
and details for the passenger train network. If this state is notgrantedadequate service, 
he vows to fight with all of the vigor and resources Oregon can muster, and he has the ' 
assurance of full support of Gov. Tom McCall.
