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ENTOMBED LOCOMOTIVE FOUND AT PORT TOWNSEND* 

An un i dent if i ed steam I ocomot i ve, a 2-4-0T or 'poss i b I Y a 2-4-2T, wa's' discovered 
buried, at Fort Worden, near Port Townsend, Wa,shington In Feb'ruary. ' The loco­
motive is believed 'to have been used in the construction of-fhe 'extenslve con­
crete batt I ements and gun emp I acements at Fort Worden and nea'rbY Fort flag I er 
between 1890 and '1910. Local estimates Indicate the engine was burIed about 

,1913 or 1914 after it had served its usefulness. ' 

Loca I hi stor I an Joe Ba I I ey and Fort Worden ma ,i ntenimce superv i sor B II I Mathe­
son say'that attempts were made by many local people,to'find the locomotive 

:over the'past 60 years. "They kne\'l it was buried somewhere on the beach area," 
says Matheson, "but no one knew exactly where. That's a lot of area to dIg 
up. " In 1941 a storage bu i I ding was bu i I t over the bu r I ed I ocomoT I ve, p ro­
tecting it from further diggings during ,and after the war. Apparently the 

,',' construct i on workers d i dn' t know the eng I ne was ther:e, a I though it was on I y 
a few feet beneath them. 

,Bob Knapp, who was stationed at Fort Worden during World War II, says people 
,were loOking for It at that.tlme. "The 24Bth Coast Artillery dug holes all 
,'over I ook'i n9 for it," he says. He sa i d, that most of the d i'gg I ngs took p I ace 
to the north of the burial site, near where the southernmost airplane hangar 
is now. 

'The, locomotive stayed buried unti I February 1973, when Bi II Matheson', work­
ing:on the demolition of a vacant building, spotted a chunk of rusTY metal 
protruding 'from the ground. "At first I thought it was a piece of junk, 
perhaps a tire Iron someone had thrown away. I tried to move it, but it 

! ".j wouldn't move. I guess I knew right away what It was."

The 'locOmotive Is' in remarkable condition for being buried 60 years. Mathe­
