One of'the, dtial'iti'iicks in working as advance man for the American Freedom Train ' 
is that you never get tos'e'e the train, sometimes no trains at all . However, 
a recent trip to ,the eastern part of the United States gave me a chance to 
ride' 'the ral ls"'6rice ,�gain which included a mixture of cqmmuter operation's and' 
Amtrak:'" , ,. , ' : 

n8 f (tst rl de from 'Newark to Asbury Park was on the New York and Long Branch , 
Ra if ro'a'iJ wh I ch is a non-Amtrak operati on r.un by the Penn Centra I and Centra I ' 
of New Jersey. My down train was a Penn Central train consisting of a GG1 
unit and five old tuscan Pennsy'cars. At South Amboy the GGI was dropped and 
an E unit added for the trip down the coast line. The Pennsy replaced broken 
windows with I exan thaf waS tinted in a dark green wh i ch gives the car 'a loqk ' 
like everyone in it dust took a 'shower in ch I orophy I I . "  . " 

The tra in back to Newark was on a Jersey Centra I tra i n th'at cons i sted of a I I 
ex-Great Northern equipment in both the orange and green and the "Big Sky 
Blue" of later years. Again the dark windows of the GN which were not as 
dark a green 'as the Penn Centra I windows. The mot i ve power was a CNJ bo i I er­
equipped Gesp 'unit in dark blue. Both the down and up trips wer on-time 
arrivals. ' 

The next day was a side-trip to Trenton on one of Amtrak's un-named corridor 
tra ins; A GG1, three coaches, and 450 passengers!

A ride'back to Phi ladelphia on the 
Reading Company in an RDC-l finished the day. 

Sunday inc I uded a ft,i p to the New Hope and I vy I and Ra i I road wh i ch is owned and 
ope'rated by the New Hope Chapter of NRHS. The Chapter has rescued the line " 
from the Reading Company and provides steam excursion service during the summer 
and regular freight operations throughout the year.
