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Portland's Union Station 
Begins Second Century 

Information proVided by the Portland De­

velopment Commission. Patricia C. Erigero and 

the Oregon Historical Society 

On February 14, 1996, Portland's 
Union Station will have opened its 
doors to rail passenger service for 100 
years, continuously. It is the oldest 
major passenger terminal on the West 
Coast, and the oldest .big city "union 
station" west of St. Louis. Events are 
planned for that date, and additional 
events will occur on May 10th, 11 th 
and 12th. 

The station was owned by the Port­
land Terminal Railroad Company, 
formed in 1882 as the Northern Pacific 
Terminal Company, which was com­
prised of the Northern Pacific, Oregon 
Railway & Navigation, and the Oregon 
& California (later p arts of the 
Burlington Northern, Union Pacific, 
and Southern Pacific, respectively). 
The early railroads were purchased by 
Henry Villard, in order to gain control 
of transportation in the Pacific North­
west. In the late 1980's, the three rail­
roads announced their intentions to put 
the station up for sale, and the Port­
land Development Commission issued 
a study for the purchase and restora­
tion of the station. The PDC now owns 
and maintains the station, and Amtrak 
still utilizes the station for regular rail 
passenger service. 

Union Station, originally planned 
as the "Grand Union Depot," was de­
signed by the architectural firm of Van 
Brunt and Howe, but this was in 1890, 
after the initial design by the firm of

McKim, Mead and White. The termi­
nal company suffered from the finan­
cial panic of 1884, and Villard lost con­
trol (until 1887). The plans for the sta­
tion were shelved until 1887, when the 
first Steel Bridge was constructed 
across the Willamette River. This ne­
cessitated the construction of terminal 
facilities on the west side. 

The site for the station, selected in 
1888, was once a lake (Couch Lake), 
covering 150 acres, and stocked with 
fish. It required 5,300 pilings, sunk to 
a depth of 35 feet each, to support the 
structure. 1\vo more financial crises, 
1890 and 1893, halted construction for 
a time. Tllis also resulted in the numer­
ous changes to the original design of 

the structure. At one point, the termi­
nal board members were advised to 
omit the tower from the plans to cut 
costs. The board did not agree to this. 
The tower, presently housing the Seth 
Thomas clock all Portlanders can see, 
was almost never built! The costs were 
reduced by eliminating plans for an 
enormous 100 foot by 630 foot steel and 
wood-trussed train shed. Still, from an 
original estimate of$100,OOO.OO for the 
station in 1882, the final bill was 
$310,420.00. The site for the station 
suffered from the· flooding of the Wil­
lamette River during construction, halt­
ing work for a time. In 1895, the build­
ing was wired for electricity by tlle Port-

land General Electric Company. The 
final design was not Romanesque or 
Richardson Romanesque, as originally 
planned, but unique. 

The present entryway was incor­
porated as part of the only major re­
modeling, in 1930 . No "grand en­
trance" was ever drawn into the plans, 
and the original entry was through

single doors, where the present double­
doors are located. The present ticket 
counter was originally the magazine 
stand. The original counter was free­
standing, near the train gates. The clock 
tower originally had the men's room 
located in its base. A mezzanine was 
also located in the main hall. The 
marble wall sections presently in the 
building were part of the 1930 remod­
eling, as were the present rest rooms 
and information counter. A boardwalk, 
above the entrance to tile station, con­
nected the station with the Broadway 
bridge above it. This was later removed. 
The only elevator in the building, in 
the North Wing, was installed in 1946 
by the Southern Pacific, at their ex­
pense. A one-story addition was located 

next to the tower, by the entryway, but 
this was demolished in 1929 . The 
present track shed and umbrella sheds 

were added in 1904. The block across 
from the entrance was formerly the 
"business block," comprised of many 
businesses. This block was purchased 
by the terminal company in 19 15, and 
then cleared, to ease traffic congestion 
on the street leading to the station. 

By tile time Amtrak began on May 
1, 1971, only six trains per day utilized 
Union Station, a far cry from tile peak 
traffic of the '20's and '30's. Today, 
more than twice that number of arriv-
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a1s and departures keep rail passenger 
service as a vital transportation link for 
Portland and the Pacific Northwest. 

W hen the station opened, six 
tracks were in service for trains. Over 
time, tracks were added to accommo­
date Southern Pacific and Oregon Elec­
tric electrified rail services, as well as 
tile SP&S, which did not gain full ac­
cess to the station until 1922. With the 
decline in traffic, tracks were removed, 
and there are presently 5 tracks in ser­
vice. The sheds were refurbish€;d by lo­
cal rail history groups, including the 
PNWC-NRHS. These groups were also 
instrumental in restoring to service, in 
1984 , the tower clock and neon signs, 
victims of neglect since the '60's. 

Union Station is 100 years young! 
It still answers to tile cry of train horns 
and rail travelers; greeting them willi 
the "UNION STATION I GO BY 

TRAIN' flashing on the tower, provid­

ing the time of day to all, and a lesson 
in history for the future.
